* Last 15 years, 11 dry = 73%

= SVWD notices all affected agencies and systems about
public input
» February-March
= 30 day public input period
« After public input period
= Opportunity for SVWD to respond to public input and
modify request
« After DWR determines request is adequately supported
= Public meeting
= Submission to California Water Commission
= Finalize or notify SVWD of substantial revisions
